There might well be a plethora of ultimate goals in reading instruction. Each goal,
vever, needs to be assessed thoroughly. Vital criteria need development to assess
ectives of reading instruction.

A comprehensive objective in the teaching of reading may be to guide pupils to
some quality problem solvers.

experiences in the interpretation of new situations.
Reading as Securing Ideas

Many reading teachers believe that teaching subject matter is the ultimate goal of
instruction. Teaching ideas, not problem solving, then is the ultimate goal of reading
instruction. Mind is the most important part of the individual since mental development
implies the acquisition of subject matter. To secure quality ideas, the mind needs to be
challenged and stimulated. Vital ideas aid in developing the alert mind. The mental
interprets the physical and social environment. Abstractions are to be preferred to that of
the concrete natural and social environments. Mind interprets ideas gleaned from what is
tasted, touched, smelled, seen, and heard. Thus, the mind interprets what comes from the
senses. The will and effort must be developed within the pupil to achieve optimally, since
there are things in life which need to be done regardless of the pleasantness of the
situation in learning and achieving. Interest is not adequate in learning; effort must also
be put forth. The mind needs to reach out to achieve and accomplish difficult tasks. The
mind, intellect, and soul unite the individual with Eternity or God.

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SONGS AND MUSIC IN ESL CLASSROOM

Use of traditional songs, stories and nursery rhymes in the ESL classroom can
create an excellent learning experience for the ESL student. In addition to the cultural
value, rraditional songs, stories and nursery rhymes may help with pronunciation practice
and literary skills.
